DROP/CHANGE POLICY

If you choose to drop a class or discontinue classes with the Superstars, you must fill out a drop/change form with the receptionist
by the 15th of the month. Informing the teacher or failure to report to class does not constitute a drop. If a class is dropped after the
15th of the month, the account will be charged for the following month’s tuition and any applicable fees; accounts will continue to be
charged until a drop/change form is completed or written communication is provided to the directors.

In the event a student needs to change classes, please complete a change form with the receptionist by the 15th of the month. Once
the change request is processed, the account will be updated and any difference in monthly payment will be applied to the account
unless otherwise indicated.

Pictures will be held on Thursday, April 25 for Competition Dance Teams; Friday, April 26 for Competition Baton Teams
and Saturday, April 27 for recreational classes at the studio. You are not required to purchase pictures, but all students are
encouraged to attend. A schedule will be posted later this Spring.

Rehearsal for the recital will be held the evening of Friday, May 31. Competition Teams will rehearse on Thursday,
May 30. Each class will run through their routines on stage in their Superstars t-shirts, as costumes will not be worn for the
rehearsal.
