What should my student bring/wear? 

All students participating in the Holiday Show should wear their new purple Superstars t-shirt, black bottoms, and the 
proper shoes. Please consult the recital breakout above to ensure that your student has the correct shoes for each of 
his/her routines. (Note: male dancers will need black jazz shoes instead of tan.) There are no specific hair or makeup 
requirements for this performance, for safety however, long hair should be secured away from the face.  

Where should I park? 
Please park in the parking lot directly west of the school (the one that is paved). Overflow parking will be available 
in the parking lot on the back/north side of the school (the gravel lot). All families will need to enter the school 
through the Main Entrance on the southwest corner of the building. 

Will masks be required? 
Masks will be required for students while they are waiting to perform. Students will not be required to wear their 
masks while performing.
