TIPS & TRICKS 
• Have your student try on their costume at 

home to ensure proper fit. 
• Take care of minor alterations immediately. 

(Sewing in advance is always better than 
safety pinning!) 

• Store all costumes and accessories together in 
a safe place. 

• Hang costumes to allow wrinkles to fall out. 
(For stubborn wrinkles, us a steamer, not an 
iron on your costume!) 

• Hang tutus upside down for extra fluffiness.  
 
 

 
**It is important to remember that dance costumes are made to 
stock sizing specifications, and not to the individual measurements 
of each dancer. Every effort is made to determine the best fit for 
your student based on our measurements and the costume 
company’s sizing chart. As is the nature of most dance attire, the fit 
of a costume should be snug, although not restrictive. If your 
student’s costume requires more than a small alteration, please 
return the costume, in its original packaging, to the studio as 
soon as possible.

If you have not done so already, it is time to order your 
shoes and tights for Pictures AND Recital. As a 
reminder, both shoe and tight orders must be placed at 
our 810 Main Street location.
